summary

The "Youth Loves Egypt" Foundation hosted a climate action camp in
Fayoum, gathering young people from across Egypt to commemorate
Youth Climate Adaptation Day. Following their participation in the
regional closing conference for the second year of the ARCH program,
also implemented by the foundation, the camp provided a hands-on
opportunity for youth to delve into climate change issues. Held on
October 11-12, 2024, the camp featured engaging workshops on the
historical context of climate change, adaptive and mitigation strategies,
international climate adaptation efforts, cutting-edge technologies, and
the importance of tailoring solutions to local needs. Through field trips
and interactive sessions, participants gained a deeper understanding of
climate challenges and explored potential solutions.
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FIRST DAY 

Engineer Donia Ibrahim, a young  leading expert on climate change,
inaugurated the camp with an insightful training session. Her presentation
delved into the intricate history of climate change, exploring the actions
of nations that have contributed to the current crisis and the international
treaties and legislation being negotiated to address these challenges.

Following her presentation, the youth embarked on a journey to Tunis
Village, a picturesque hamlet in Fayoum Governorate. Once a quiet
community, Tunis Village has experienced a remarkable transformation,
evolving into a thriving tourist destination and a center for exquisite
handicrafts. This revitalization can be attributed to a successful initiative
aimed at educating and empowering local artisans.
As the sun began its descent, casting a warm glow over the breathtaking
mountains of Fayoum Governorate, the youth gathered at Camp Qatrani
for an evening filled with excitement and entertainment. A variety of
engaging activities and lively musical performances ensured that the
participants had a memorable and enjoyable experience.
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SECOND DAY 

On the second day of the camp, the
youth commemorated International
Day for Climate Adaptation with a
focus on innovative solutions.
Engineer Donia delivered a thought-
provoking presentation on
contemporary climate adaptation
technologies, exploring their
potential applications in small towns
that may lack access to these
advanced tools. She posed critical
questions about the suitability of
these technologies for diverse
communities, encouraging
participants to consider the need for
adaptations to ensure their
effectiveness and relevance.

Following Engineer Donia's presentation, Mr. Ahmed Fathy, CEO of the "Youth
Loves Egypt" Foundation, delivered an inspiring address. He urged the young
people to take the lead in initiating climate change adaptation initiatives,
emphasizing the importance of engaging with decision-makers at local,
regional, and global levels. Mr. Fathy underscored the significance of
empowering youth, asserting that everyone deserves an opportunity to
contribute to a sustainable future.
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To further enrich their experience, the youth embarked on an excursion to one
of Egypt's natural wonders, the Wadi El Rayan Waterfalls. This visit not only
provided a breathtaking opportunity to connect with nature but also supported
the local economy through their shopping activities in the surrounding area.

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The Youth developed a better grasp of the effects of
climate change on Egypt and the rest of the world, as
well as the history and causes of these changes.
